Letting the CIBMTR know how you are doing will not help you.  Some things your doctor can tell the CIBMTR about you may help other kids or adults who have your disease.

You don't have to let the CIBMTR know about your transplant.  Your doctors and nurses will not be mad at you if you don't want to be in this research study. But, if Medicare is the only way your family can pay for your transplant, you will only have a transplant if you take part in this study.
